o Completion of all Adventures in Health Science and Medicine® 
Connected Learning sessions and the Innovation Challenge; or 

o Completion of 4 or more Dangerous Decibels® sessions; or 
o Completion of eXpressions® by 30 or more students in 1 program, 20 or 

more students in 2 programs, or 10 or more students in all 3 programs 
(Art, Language, and Math); or 

o Completion of 3 or more Health Unleashed! Nutrition lessons, engaging 
30 or more students; or 

o Completion of 10 or more Worldwide Classroom® sessions
